Symphony Orchestra (the “WS0") conducted by its principal conductor, John Gibbons.

The Competition is open to pianists of any nationality and any age.

An Admissions Panel will be formed from members of the Jury.

The Quarter-Finals Panel and a Semi-Finals Panel (hereinafter collectively the "Panel”) formed from members of the
Jury will consist of idil Biret, Tom Croxon, J. Audrey Ellison, lan Fountain, John Gibbons (chair), George-
Emmanuel Lazaridis, Yuki Negishi, Artur Pizarro, Denby Richards.

5. Admission
(a) The Admissions Panel will select a maximum of 24 pianists for admission to the Competition.

(b) The pre-selection procedure will be based on the evaluation of submitted documents and CD
recordings.

6. Documents required for entry

The following documents and materials must be sent by post with a completed Application Form to the Sussex

(a) Entry Fee. An entry fee of £85 sterling is payable to the Sussex International Piano
Competition. Payment may be made in the following manners:

Persons under the age of 18. Persons under the age of 18 must be accompanied at all times
by a parent or guardian. In the case of a guardian, a signed, witnessed (by a solicitor or British
Consular authority) statement from the custodial parent or guardian authorizing any other adult to
have custody for the purposes of the competition must be provided addressed specifically to the
Competition.

Photographs. Three good quality black/white photographs 5°x7" (12.7cm x 17.8cm) with the
name of the photographer and suitable for publication and free of copyright (if any). If not free of
copyright, the photographs must be accompanied by a full release (in English) in favour of and
addressed specifically to the Competition executed by the copyright holder.

CD. Two (2) copies of a CD of the applicant performing. The programme must include at least
one work by Mozart. The CD’s should be unedited. The duration of the CD should be no longer
than thirty (30) minutes. Certification as to the genuineness of the CD must be provided by a the
applicant’s teacher or by a musician of acknowledged international standing.

Repertoire. The applicants may choose their programmes for the quarter and semi-finals.
Changes to repertoire (including choice of concerto for the Finals) may be made by e-mail to
entries@sussexipc.co.uk up until 12 January 2010. Repertoire choices must be governed by
the following conditions:

(i)  Quarter-Finals: One recital programme not to exceed 35 minutes in duration.

(i) Semi-Finals: One recital programme not to exceed 45 minutes in duration. No repertoire
may be repeated from one stage to another.
